an International Scientific Conference dedicated to this important
jubilee. Organization of the International Scientific Conference is
made possble by the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Serbia.
The Conference is also supported by the Society for Aesthetics of
Arc hite c ture and Visual Artsof Serbia and the CenterforConserva-
tion and Restoration from Belgrade.

The central topic of the scientific conference is the questions of buil-

The obserwved lackofeducationalprogramsatthe levelofacade-
mic education, and thus qualified experts and scientists for research
and work in the field of preservation, conservation and protection
of cultural heritage, is reflected more and more often in the uncon-
trolled transformation of word heritage properties, historical utban
and rural tissue s, natural envinnment, which rapidly leads to the
reduction and lossofthe value ofthe entire hertage.

The Process of Changes in the Understanding
and Preservation of the Cultural Heritage
of the World in the Previous Half Century

The Convention on the Protection o fthe Word Culturaland Natural
Hertage is an intemational agreement that fosters an inseparable
connection with the past of different cultures and peoples of the
wod, strive s forthe harmony of the present with the remains of the
past,butalso indic atesthe raising ofglobalawarenessofthe id e ntitie s
thathertage transmitsto generationsand those thatwillyetto come
The reasons for its definition and adoption half a century ago lie in the
endangerment and threats of the disappearance of the unique cul-
tural and natural heritage. Although dangers and conflicts for cultural
and natural heritage are observed and manifested in complex forms
today, its primary mission in recognizing and preserving exceptional
universalvalue, regardlessofgeographicalboundaresand cultural
distances, is still at the center of its existence. The aim of this work is to
show, through a characterstic selectionoflocationsinscribed on the
Wodd Heritage List, the processesofchangesin protection policies
accompanied by intemationalconventionsand documentsthatcon-
fributed to the expansion of understanding of cultural heritage, but
also the emergence of sustainability accompanied by the political
implicationsofpermanentdevelopment.

Stari Ras with the Sopocani Monastery - Experiences
in Preserving the World Cultural Heritage

Stari Ras with Sopocani, immediately after it was protected as a
spatial c ultural-historic al unit, a newly established type of cultural
assets within the framework of the nationallegislation, in 1979 be-
came partofthe word culturalheritage. The resultsofthe research
and the conservation work that took place in this area were the
basis for evaluating the area as the administrative seat of medi-
eval Serbia. The most significant individual monuments: St. Peter’s
Church, Gradina fortress with Trgoviste, Burdevi Stupovi monastery
and Sopocani monastery were highlighted in the text of the nomi-
nation for the World Heritage List as representatives of the basic
monument value.

The Republic ofSerbia,asa newly formed state afterthe breakup
of Yugoslavia, ratified the Convention on the Protection of World
Cultural and Natural Heritage in 2001 and assumed all obligations
related to the good of Stari Ras with Sopocani.

The paper will explain the activities that have taken place since
then in response to requests and obligations, in the meantime ad-
opted and incorporated into documents forthe implementation of
the Convention, such as: refrospective identification of spatial scope,
reporting on the state of conservation, checking of outstanding
universalvalues, solving management issues.

In addition, on the example of specific changes - both to individual
monumentsand to the propertyasa whole -it wilbe shown the way
in which heritage conservation issuesrelated to obligationstowards
UNESCO were resolved, often conditioned by re stric tio ns arising from
nationalle gislation.

The papercontains multidisciplinary approach on the protection
and revitalization ofthe heritage ofthe Kotorregion inserted in the
UNESCO World Heritage List. In the text the basic standpoints for the
protection, revitalization and sustainable developmentofthe cultural
heritage are exposed.

The most comprehensive results, in the field of the cultural heritage
studies, preservation and re vita liza tion, within protected region so far
have beenachieved inthe old townsPerast,and especially Kotorold
urtban core, historic alnuc le us within the medievaltown ramparts.

Researches, studies and ,lege artis* restoration works were per-
formed on sacral buildings, residential ensembles and fortifications.
Contrary, regarding inve stment works conceming construction of
the massive new residential buildings, condo apartment complexes
and otherunappropriated developers activities, critic al o pinions
are evident.

Because ofthe treats ofintensive uncontrolled ubanisation and
nonadequate planning activities, special aftention should be paid
to the delicate proceduresofurbanconservation, preservation and
revitalization o fculturallandscape, tourism ac tivitie sand otherissue s
according the criteria and standardsofintemationalcommunity.

Dioklecijanova Palaca, obnova J-1 kvadranta

Pored obnove Peristila, Dioklecjanovog mauzoleja,ostatka tolosa i
Malog hrama koji se nalaze u sredistu carske palace posliednjih dese-
tie¢a, nastavliena je obnova JI kvadranta Dioklecijanove palace
koja je prije pedesetgodina bila zaustavlena zbog opasnostida se
sruse kuce uz Jl kulu kojima su arheoloskim istrazivanjima potkopani
temelji. Nova obnova, nekadasnjeg Dioklecianovog mauzoleja,
zapocela je pred nekoliko godina nakon obnove Peristila Palace.
Obnova mauzoleja otpocela je Cis¢enjem i restauracijom kasno-
anticke kamene plastike, primjenom laserske tehnologije. U sklopu
obnove unutrasnjosti mauzoleja restaurirani su reljefi friza 4. st. i nje-
gove zidne plohe.

Posebno zanimljiv arhite ktonski dio mauzoleja je kupola 4. st, za
koju postoje razliCite teorije o nacinu gradnje. Novim preciznim arhi-
tektonskim snimanjem utvrdene su deformacije koje mogu ukazati
na prepravke u zavisnom dijelu kupole injenu izvomu gradnju. Pod
je u 13.st. poplocan novim ploCamaispod kojih se mjestimi¢no sacu-
vao kasnoanticki opus sectile marmoreum s geometrijskim uzorkom.
Provedena su arheoloska istrazivanja njegovih slojeva, pronadene
tesere mozaika kupole irestaurirane substrukecije. Na mauzoleju se
moze pratiti razvitak restauratorskin metoda jer se njegova obnova
provodila od druge polovine 19. st. do danas. Radovise upravo
odvijaju na konzervaciji juznog zida Palace s JI kulom u kojem ce se
prezentiratinjena po vie st.

Diocletian’s Palace, Restoration of the J-| Quadrant

In addition to the restoration of the Peristyle, Diocletian’s mau-
soleum, the remains of the tholos and the Small emple, which are
located in the centerofthe imperialpalace inrecentdecades, the
restoration of the SE quadrant of Diocletian’s palace was contfinued,
which was stopped fifty years ago due to the danger of collaps-
ing the houses next to the SE tower, which were undermined by
archaeologicalresearch. The new restoration ofthe formerDiocle-
tian’s mausoleum began a few years ago afterthe restoration of
the Peristyle ofthe Palace. The restoration ofthe mausoleum began
with the cleaning and restoration of late anfique stone plastic, us-
ing lasertechnology. Aspartofthe renovation ofthe interiorof the
mauso leum, the frieze reliefsofthe 4™ century were restored, aswell
asitswallsurfaces.

A particulady interesting architectural part of the mausoleum is
the 4" century dome, for which there are different theories about
the construction method. With a new precise architecturalrecord-
ing, deformations were determined that may indicate alterations
in the final part of the dome and its original construction. In the 13%
century, the floor was paved with new slabs, under which in places
the late antique opus sectile marmoreum with a geometric pattern
hasbeen preserved. Archaeologicalresearch ofitslayerswascar
ried out, tesserae ofdome mosaicsand restored substruc tureswere
found. The developmentofrestoration methodscan be traced on
the mausoleum, because its renovation was camed out from the
second halfofthe 19" century tilltoday. Workis c urre ntly underway
on the conservation of the southem wall of the Palace with the JI
tower, where its history wilbe presented.

Avuthenticity, Integrity and Management of World
Heritage in the National Context - Natural and
Cultural Heritage of the Ohrid Region

The exceptional value of the Ohrid Region lies in the harmonious
interaction ofnature and human creativity thathasdeveloped over
time, whichiswhy it wasinsclbed on the UNESCO Word Hertage List
in 1979 as a natural, and in 1980 as a mixed asset including cultural
and historicalvalues. However, the statusofthe naturaland cultural
hertage ofthe Ohrid region asWord Heritage isnotonly a privilege,
but also a moral and civilizational obligation and an opportunity
forcurment and future generations to contrbute to its preservation,
improvement and valoriza tion.

In this paper, we talk about the difficulties of the concept of archi-
tecturalhertage conservation, which isfocused on the conceptof
authenticity in the urban context, its integrity and the precondition
fortheirmanagementasword heritage. Sometimes we talkabout
authenticity ashaving anorginalplace in a community thatneeds
to be protected, yet authenticity isstila vague conceptnotonly in
utban studiesbutalso in conservation practice.

Inthispresentation, we wilpointoutthe approach to the mplemen-
tation ofthe UNESCO Convention on the Preservation of Word Hertage
(1972) and key proble msin the protection ofculturalhertage,aswellas
chalengesmrelated to the preservation ofthe authentic ity and inte grity
of cultural heritage, which are the main pillars of exceptional universal
value. Using the example of the Ohrid region, a world heritage site, we
will open the questions arising from conservation and restoration inter-
ventions and appmachesto the protection of cultural, arc hite c tural
and urban values of the property in the context of conventions.

The Convention on the Protection of World Heritage
as an Internal Instrument for Preserving Heritage

In its 50 years of existence, the Convention on the Protection of
Word Hertage haslargely changed itsole and importance. Con-
ceived asa toolto avoid the mass destruction caused during the
First and Second World Wars in the future, for the first two and a half
decades of ifs existence, the Convention acted as an advanced
toolforthe joint preservation of culturaland naturalassets, human-
ity’s most valuable non-renewable resources. However, at the end
ofthe 20™ and into the 21%c entury, the Convention failed on several
levels. Today, this, as well as other World Heritage values (exceptional
universalvalue ofthe property, its inte g rity, a uthe ntic ity, naturaland/
or built environment...) is given more attention in financially richer
envimnnments, where the protection policy is easier to implement,
first of all due to more functional legislation in all sectors of society.
On the otherhand, in lessadvanced environments, even the very
conceptofhertage isveryunderdeveloped,bothatlocaland wider
levels. n addition to various types of disasters, one of the biggest
problemsisthe lackofimplementation ofthe strategic goalsofthe
Convention, recognized at the beginning of the 21% century as its
mo st important addition.

Cultural Region of Bac - Challenges on the Way
to the Nomination of the Property for Inclusion
on the World Cultural and Natural Heritage List

From 2006, through the inclusion of Bac and its surroundings on
the Preliminary List in 2010, until the submission of the nomination file
of the Cultural Landscape of Bac in 2022, a continuous process of
research, networking, dete rmining the value and impro ving the state
of culturaland naturalassetstookplace.

The process was started by evaluating the fact that a rich and
varied culturaland naturalheritage isconcentrated in a smallarea,
among which there are also three cultural assets of exceptional
importance. The “Centuries of Bach” project recognized this as a
nucleus of potential exceptional universal value. The first interna-
fional verification was shown by the entry of the Biosphere Reserve
“Backo Podunavlje” into the UNESCO Man and Biosphere Program
in 2017. This was followed by the Grand Prix Award of the European
Union for Cultural Heritage/Europe Nostra 2018 for the Bac Fortress
conservation project. nthe period 2019-2021. a proc e ssofinte nsive
work was carried out on the definition of the scope, characterization
of the landscape, regional areas and elements, determination of
the criteria forinclusion on the Word Hertage List and the creation
of three annexes (Management Plan, Disaster Risk Assessment and
Protection and Rescue Plan). AFoundation wasalso established, with
the task of managing thisgood. The path traveled wasmarked by
the challengesofnetworking, multidisc ip linarity and transdisc ip lina r-
ity, needed to define such a complex good.

World Heritage List and Cultural Assets
in Serbia - the First Half of the Century

By this significant jubilee, Serbia had inscribed 5 cultural properties
on the UNESCO Word Hertage List (the Word Hertage List began
func tioning in 1978 - which makes an average of one insc rip tion
every nine years). Three properties are serial (Stari Ras with Sopocani
-registered in 1979, Medieval monuments in Kosovo - 2006, and
Medieval tombstones - Stecci - 2016). The latter are also a trans-
nationalgood together with three neighboring states (Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Montenegr and Croatia). Serbia hasonly two cultural
heritage monasterieson the Word Hertage List: the Stud e nic a Mo n-
astery -inscrbed in 1986 and the Gamzigrad archaeologic alsite - in
2007. Serbia hasno naturalheritage on the World Hertage List. On
the preliminary list, Sertbia has 11 cultural and natural assets, some
of which have been on it formore than 20 years. In the presenta-
tion, we analyze what Serbia has achieved in terms of registering
its properties on the Word Hertage List during the 50 years of the
Convention, with a view to future activitiesrelate d to the re gistration
of new properties.

Steéci, Medieval Tombstones — Cultural Heritage,
the Driver of Interstate Connection

The study of medievaltombstones, which are named as stecci,
began when the Museum Association of Bosnia and Heze govina
was established in 1884, and then the National Museum in 1888,
and the Museum’s Gazette was launched. Since then, numerous
eminent experts have been engaged in the study of ste¢aks and
have left significant evidence of their development, artistic and
religious appearance. A new period for the study of stecak began
after the Second World War thanks. From Sarajevo, Sefik Beslagi¢
organized cooperation with experts in neighboring republics and laid
the foundation forthe modem methodology ofstudying thisc ultural
hertage. The resultismonographsthatare stillthe nitialknowledge
for understanding the importance and value of stec¢ak.

The lullthatcame with the collapse ofthe federalstate wasbro-
ken by the connection of experts and a new approach to work
on stecci. In this, the contribution of UNESCO, an organization that
connects nations through education, science and culture, is par
ticulardy important. The common medievalculturalheritage, which
wasstudied decadeseaddierin thisarea,became the backbone of
the cooperation of experts from Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia,
Montenegro and Serbia, who gathered in 2010 to prepare a nomi-
nation file with the intention that the Ste¢aks become part of the
world'’s exceptional heritage. The presentation will show how the
statement on the exceptional universal value of this good was made
and how conflicting views and dissonant tones based on national
and religious differences and strong negative reactions in certain
envimnments were reconciled.

Directions for Improving Education in the Field of Study
and Preservation of Cultural and Natural Heritage at
the University of Belgrade - Faculty of Architecture

The subjectofthe paperisfocused onthe analysisand valorization
ofmodemappmwachesto the improvementofthe teaching process
at the University of Belgrade - Faculty of Architecture, in the field of
study and preservation of culturaland naturalhertage, according
to mtemationalchartersand recommendations, aswellassuccess-
ful examples from European schools of architecture. The goal of
the workis to point out the advantagesand disadvantages ofthe
current teaching processin thisarea at the Faculty of Arc hite ¢ ture
in Belgrade, with the intention of e mphasizing new dire ¢ tions in the
educationalprocessthrough differentlevels of study.

The education of architects and conservators in the past was
focused primarly on the history of conservation and technical as-
pectsofthe protection ofhistoricalobjectsand spaces,and noton
the cultural identity, specifics and values of tangible and intangible
hertage. The biggest challenge of modem educational programs
for students of arc hitecture and related faculties is how to teach
them to identify national, intemational and multic ultural connec-
tionsand how to connecttangible and intangible culturalhertage.
Suc h integrative protection of culturaland natural heritage should
recognize the identity and traditional values of historic al site s, but
also preserve them aspartofmodem protection and revitalization
projects. The inte gration ofdiffe re nt disc ip line sand skills into ¢ urric ula
is another challenge in improving the education of future experts for
the preservation of culturaland naturalhertage.

Universal Value in the Age of Inclusive
Protection: For or Against Europe

The establishment ofthe conceptofwond hertage, during the sev-
enties ofthe last century, wasstillcleardy based on the principlesofthe
Venice Charter, a document that puts an end to the dictatorship of
modemistarchitecturaland utban practices. Nevertheless, the Charter
of Venice, created asa counterpoise to the radical architectural ar
rogance of Europe after the Second World War, is exclusively a relic of
modemism. Unti that time, the economically superiorpart of Europe
of the 20* century had largely documented and restored the main
historical anchors of its arc hite c tural hertage, and in the face of the
amogantelementsofnew technologies, it showed thatit wasaware of
the importance ofpresewing city c ulturesthathad beensedimented for
centurie s. The rise ofpostmodemism atthe end ofthe 1980s,and nparal
lel poststructuralism, which undermined the concept of fixed authority,
broughtabouta change inthe undestanding ofthe basic fule rum ofthe
previousconsewation principles, namely the notion ofthe authenticity o f
a materalantifact—culturalproperty orc ulturalmonument. h addition,
the political climate focused on redefining the concept of democracy,
which, in addition to genderand racial emancipation, aggressively
nsistson anti-c olonialism, declaring European civilization and c ulture to
be the main culprit. In the field of protection, a new, Nara Declaration
emerged, which led to a significant reconsideration of the concept
of authenticity. The goalofthispaperisto point out the contradiction
between the relativization ofthe conceptofauthenticity, which isnow
defined within local cultural paradigms, especially non-European ones,
and the conceptofuniversalvalue, asthe primary crite ion forre c o gniz-
ing a culturalasset worthy ofinc lusion on the Word Herntage List.

Natural, cultural and mixed-type world heritage sites are facing
increasing threatsrelated to the preservation oftheirword hertage
attributes, authenticity and integrity. Although it is difficult to prevent
certainchallenges,suchasclimate change, there isalso the impor-
tance of the numberof those that can be managed. However,
that management often varies depending on otherfactors, such
aseconomic prosperity and mass tourism, and the willingness of
decision-makersto providle management with a long-term oreven
medium-term plan. The theme ofthe presentation willbe focused on
some universalproblemsthatare characterstic of wordd hertage sites
in the Mediterranean and in the widerarea, while specialattention
wilbe devoted to the naturaland cultural-historicalarea of Kotor,
which hasundergone, and in partisstilundergoing, common, glo-
bal challenges, but also local specificities that threatened its survival
on the UNESCO Word Heritage List. The goalofthe presentation wil
be to show the universality of the challengesthatburden the word
hertage in Southeastem Europe, but also to show the possibility of
transforming management, le gislative and istitutio nalstruc ture sthat
can enable a more adequate freatment of world heritage.

The paperisdedicated to the problem ofthe threatofWodd Cul-
tural Heritage in times of crisis, conflicts and conflict situations. The
modem word aboundsin areas where socialintolerance simmers,
and cultural heritage is the first to be attacked in such areas. In addi-
tion to direct attacks on monuments, they are often the subjectof
various (mis)use s - violent re purpo sing, deconstruc tion of meaning,
reinterpretation, negation of the past, and the like. In such situa ti-
ons, the maturity ofthe heritage protection service, thatis, the rle
and importance of ntemationalconventions forits preservation, is
questionable. That is why special attention in this paper is devoted
to World Heritage sitesthat, according to the Convention on Word
Cultural and Natural Heritage, are significant for humanity as a who-
le. However, in times of crisis, in unstable areas, their vulne rab ity
manife sts itse f and transformsin accordance with changing social
factors. The destruction of colossal Buddha statues in Afghanistan
and monuments on the temitory of Syria, the recent repurposing of
the Hagia Sophia museum in ktanbul, and the reinterpretation and
use of medieval monuments in Kosovo, are examples in which we
will examine contemporary ways of endangering World Cultural
Heritage, ie. the importance of the Convention as part oflegal
protection fortheirsurvival

The presentation will explore the results of recently started research,
which is dedicated to the study of the fortification system in central Pug-
lia, south ofthe Ofanto river, with a specialfocuson CasteldelMonte
(nscrbed on the UNESCO Word Hertage List n 1996). This system of
fortifications is connected by roads of Roman origin such as via Appia
and Tlaiana.These importantwadsin the temtory of Pugla,connected
in the sub-Apennine area to Brindisi, bypassed the GulfofTaranto and
the Adnatic coast,and were used even afterthe ancientperod. kisan
intensive networkofrmadson which CasteldelMonte islocated. When
the EmperrFederckIbuil thisc astle nearBarin the 13% ¢ e ntury, he
imbued it with symbolic significance, as reflected in the location, the
mathematicaland astonomicalprecision ofthe layout and the per
fectly regular shape. A unique piece of medieval military architecture,
Castel del Monte is a successful blend of elements from classical antig-
uity, the lamic Orientand north European Ciste rcian Go thic . From the
castle, the area stretc hing from Murga to the Adnatic wascontrolled.
Furthermore, viae Appia, regina viarum, is unique, which with Trajan
representsthe predecessorofthe Euro-Mediteranean Roman wads,
within the first instrument of globalization in history and signifies a kind
of phenomenon of engineering courage, it signifies functional as well
as cultural continuity: all these are attrbutes that contrbuted to this
propertyisproposed forthe prelimmary UNESCO Word Hentage Listin
2022 as a ,,serial property of outstanding universal value*.

Uloga Istrazivanja, konzervatorsko-restauratorskih
tretmana i prezentacije spomenika v okviru
Svetske bastine - Case study srednjovjekovna
crkva sv. Mihaila v Starom gradu Kotoru

Crkva sv. Mihaila se nalaziu srediSnjem dielu Kotora. Svojom arhi-
tekturom predstavlja prelazni st od romanike ka gotici Najsta riji
pomen ove crkve nalazi se u povelji o osvecenju Katedrale sv. Tripu-
na, iz 1166. godine. Kako je danadnja crkva istog imena izgradena
U romanicko-gotickom stilu, bilo je opravdano pretpostaviti da se
ostacicrkve pomenutiu poznatom dokumentu iz 1166. godine mogu
ocekivati ispod kote njenog poda. Arheoloska istrazivanja sprove-
dena u periodu od 1982-1989. godine su pokazala opravdanost
postavljene pretpostavke jer je utvrdeno da su gradnji romanogo-
ficke crkve sv. Mihaila prethodila dva starija hrama.

Najstarjojgraditeljskojfazipripadaju ostacicrkve radno datova-
ne u doba Justinijanove obnove (VI viiek) a mlada, ranoromanicka
jednobrodna crkva je podignuta nad ostacima prethodne, staro hris-
¢anske gradevine. Srusena je prije gradnje danasnje crkve za koju je
utvrdeno da potice s kraja Xlll i poCetka XIV vijeka. Crkva sv. Mihaila
je pretrpjela niz promjena svog originalnog izgleda. Najvece promije-
ne nastale su pocetkom XIX vijeka kada je izgubila kultnu funkciju
pretvaranjem od strane franc uskih vlastiuobjekatza vojne namjene.
Freske iz druge Cetvrtine XV vijeka tom prilikom su prekrivene slojem
kreCa. U periodu od 1980-1989. godine izvodeni su radovi na arhi-
tektonskim i arheoloskim istrazivanjima ove gradevine, rekonstrukciji
prvobitnog izgleda romanogoticke crkve, konzervaciji fresaka kao i

Church of St. Michael in the Old Town of Kotor

ChurchofSt. Michaelislocated inthe centralpartofKotor Esarc hi-
tecture represents a fransitional style from Romanesque to Gothic. The
oldest mention ofthischurch isfound in the charteron the consecra-
tion of the Cathedralof St. iyphone, fom 1166. As the present-day
church of the same name was built in the Romanesque-Gothic style,
it was justified to assume that the remains of the church mentioned in
the famous document from 1166 can be expected below the level of
its floor. Archaeological research conducted in the period 1982-1989
showed the justification of the assumption because it was established
that the buildings of the Roman-Gothic church of St. Michael was
preceded by two oldertemples.

The oldest construction phase includes the remains of the church
dating from the time of Justnian’s restoration (6™ ¢ entury), and the
younger, early Romanesque one-nave church was built over the rema-
ins of the previous, eardy Christian building. kt was demolished before
the construction of today’s church, which hasbeen established to
date from the end ofthe 13® and the beginning of the 14% ¢ entury.
The biggest changesoccumed at the beginning of the 19% ¢ e ntury,
when it lo st its ic onic function by tuming it into a military facility by the
French authorities. Frescoes from the second quarter of the 15% ¢ en-
tury were covered with a layeroflime. In the period from 1980-1989.
In 2008, works were camied out on architecturaland archaeological
research of this buiding, reconstruc tion of the original appearance
ofthe Roman-Gothic church, conserwvationoffrescoes, aswellasthe
presentation ofarchaeologicalremainsdiscovered in its interior.

PocCev od 1982. godine u ulozi arhitekte konzervatora u Opstinskom (kasnije Regionalnom) zavodu za
zastitu spomenika kulture Kotor uCestvovala je u poslovima na istrazivanju, sanaciji i restauraciji najstarijin
sakralnih gradevina Kotora i Boke, preduzimanim u obnovi grada posle zemljotresa kao i u poslovima koje
jeisti Zavod izvodio na drugim spomenicima, izvan Boke Kotorske. Pocetkom 1998. godine odredena je za
rukovodioca radova na katedralisv. THpuna u Ko toru kojisu se u kontinuitetu odvijalido decembra 2000.
godine. Ucestvovala je na vise naucnih i struénih skupova posvecenih proucavanju i zastiti graditeljskog
nasleda. Objavila je preko trideset radova koji se odnose na arhitektonska istrazivanja pojedinacnih gro-
diteljskin spomenika i cjelina kojima se bavila. Od pocetka 2020. godine je u penziji.

Even as a student, she showed an interest in the protection of architecturalhertage, and in herstudies,
during several seasons of field work, she participated, as a member of the conservation team, in the works
on the late antique palace in Gamzigrad near ZajeCar and on the medieval monastery complex of Saint
Achillus in Arilie, conducted under the leadership of Dr. Mika Canak Medi¢. After completing her studies,
she gota job atthe Municipal Institute forthe Protec tion of Cultural Monumentsin Kotor, as previously, as
a memberofthe team of the Republic Institute forthe Protection of Cultural Monuments of Serbia from
Belgrade, she participated in the research of the urban complex of the old core of Kotor conducted under
the leadership of arch. Svetislav Vu&enovic.

Beginning in 1982, in the role ofconservatorarchitect atthe Municipal(later Re gional) Institute forthe
Protection of CulturalMonuments Kotor, she participated inresearch, rehabilitation and restoration ofthe
oldest sacred buildings in Kotor and Boka, undertaken in the reconstruction of the city after the earthqu-
ake,aswellasin the same work Institute performed on othermonuments, outside Boka Kotorska. At the
beginning 0f 1998, she wasappointed asthe supervisorofworkson the CathedralofSt. iyphone in Kotor,
which took place continuously until December 2000. She participated in several scientific and professional
gatheringsdedicated to the study and protection ofarchitecturalheritage. She haspublished overthity
papersrelated to architecturalresearchesofindividualarc hitec turalmonumentsand ensemblesthat she
dealt with. She hasbeen retired since the beginning of 2020.

The Role and Place of Performing Conservation/
Restoration Treatments at World Heritage Sites of
Different Eras — Case Study - $t. Paul’'s Church and
the Building of the Old Prison in the Old Town of Kotor

The choice of activities, methods of treatment and execution
of works at word heritage sites are an indispensable condition for
achieving the survival of specific monuments and monument units.
The ole of the contractorimplies an understanding of the original
construction techniques and the application of adequate methods
and materalsin different eras, but also a sense of the value of the
preserved remainsofthe orginalstruc tures. The introduc tion o fnew
func tions in the historicalspace and in the historical building repre-
sentsa specialchallenge to preserve the authenticity and inte grity
of the monumentand location asmuch aspossble. Thispaperwil
present an overview of activities during the execution of works on
selected monuments, world hertage site sin the region and the rle
ofthisaspectin the regionalconnection ofconservators.

Also, the experiences and results of the conservation restoration
and research works on two buildings in Kotor, protected on two
groundsasindividualculturalassetsand aspartofthe Natural-Cul-
tural-Historical Region of Kotor, UNESCO World Heritage Site, St.
Paul's Church (1263) willbe presented. the medieval sacralcom-
plex (2014/2015) and the Old Prison building, which represents public
arc hite c ture from the middle ofthe 19% ¢ entury (2019/2021).

Smederevo Fortress from Capital City
to World Heritage

The construction of the Smedrevo fortress from 1428 to 1439
represented a unique construction undertaking, not only in terms
of construc tion and organization, but also in cultural, historicaland
symbolic terms. Ewasbuiltin a period ofdramatic historicalevents
atthe contactarea between Furope and Asia during the decline
of the Byzantine Empire and the birth of the new Ottoman Empire
on its ruins.

The despot Burad Brankovi¢ built a new capital city of medieval
Serbia, whichbecame itsdynamic center,butin a symbolic sense it
became an undertaking ofa fatefulcharacterforthe preservation
of the state and people before the Ottoman conquest. With the fall
ofSmederevo in 1459, the historicalcourse ofthe medievalSerbian
state ends, and its epic life in legends begins, as a unifying symbol
ofthe heroism and tragedy ofthe Serbian people.

The life ofthe city of Smederevo continued in the following cen-
turie s within the frameworkofthe Ottoman and Austran states, and
in 1805, during the restoration of Serbian statehood, as the first freed
city and seat of the Goveming Soviet, it became the thread that
connectsmedievaland modem Serbia in a broad historicalarc.

The 20" c entury brought the greatest destruc tion to Smederevo’s
fortre ssin the wars, butalso greatresearch and reconstruc tion, and
atthe same time, tsnew appreciation asan important part of the
national monumental heritage. The processof proving its unive rsal
valuesasa basisforbecoming part of the UNESCO wond hertage
isunderway.
